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CHECK THE OILS
Use cooking and dressing oils that are lower in 
saturated fat. Good choices include avocado, 
canola, corn, grapeseed, olive, peanut, safflower, 
sesame, soybean and sunflower oils.

ADD AVOCADO

BE NUTTY
Munch on a small handful (about 1 oz.) of 
unsalted nuts and seeds for good fats, 
energy, protein and fiber.

GO FISH
Eat fish at least twice a week. Choose fatty or 
oily fish like albacore tuna, herring, lake trout, 
mackerel, sardines and salmon to get essential 
omega-3 fatty acids.
